EXECUTIVE SESSION NOTICE — PURSUANT TO CHAPTER 551, SUBCHAPTER D, TEXAS
GOVERNMENT CODE, IF ANY

> A closed executive session may be held if the discussion of any of the above agenda items
concerns one of the following:

1. seeking the advice of its attorney about pending or contemplated litigation, settlement
offers, or any matter in which the duty of the attorney to the Board under the Texas
Disciplinary Rules of Professional Conduct of the State Bar of Texas clearly conflicts
with the Texas Open Meetings Act. [Tex. Govt. Code 8§8551.071]

2. deliberating the purchase, exchange, lease, or value of real property if deliberation in an
open meeting would have a detrimental effect on the position of the fund in negotiations
with a third person. [Tex. Govt. Code §551.072]

3. deliberating a negotiated contract for a prospective gift or donation to the fund if
deliberation in an open meeting would have a detrimental effect on the position of the
fund in negotiations with a third person. [Tex. Govt. Code §551.073]

4. deliberating the appointment, employment, evaluation, reassignment, duties, discipline,
or dismissal of a public officer or employee; or to hear a complaint or charge against an
officer or employee unless the officer or employee who is the subject of the deliberation
or hearing requests a public hearing. [Tex. Govt. Code §551.074]

5. deliberating the deployment, or specific occasions for implementation, of security
personnel or devices. [Tex. Govt. Code 8§8551.076]

6. deliberating the medical or psychiatric records of an individual applicant for a disability
benefit from a public retirement system. [Tex. Govt. Code §551.078]

7. deliberating the medical records or psychiatric records of an individual applicant for a
benefit from the plan; or a matter that includes a consideration of information in the
medical or psychiatric records of an individual applicant for a benefit from the plan. [Tex.
Govt. Code §8551.0785]

Texas’ new and modified handgun “carry” laws went into effect January 1, 2016. Pursuant to
the Texas law, government entities are permitted to ban handguns at duly noticed Open
Meetings held in accordance with Texas Government Code Chapter 551. Please see the
required supplemental notice advising all visitors who wish to attend this meeting that all
handguns are banned.
